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Program Overview:

The Environmental Compliance Evaluation Program (ECE), assesses MCAS Miramar’s level of compliance, identifies actions necessary to correct compliance deficiencies, provides follow up on the implementation of proposed actions, and facilitates continuous improvement in compliance efforts through the Self-Audit Program.

Background:

Federal regulations and Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) policy on Federal facility compliance recommend environmental “auditing” or evaluations as a tool to ensure compliance and to reduce exposure to possible adverse actions such as Notices of Violation (NOV) and risks to human health and the environment.

Requirements:

In accordance with MCO P5090.2a, Chapter 4, all Marine Corps installations are required to participate in the ECE Program.  HQMC-sponsored ECE’s are conducted every 3 years in order to periodically assess Marine Corps wide compliance efforts. Installations are required to provide an Annual Validation of the Plan of Action and Milestones (POA&M) of the most recent ECE.  Installations are also required to implement an annual Self-Audit Program.

Reports:

Three documents are required for CMC (LF) sponsored ECE’s: 

(1). Draft ECE Report is prepared by the ECE team and is presented to the installation commander at the out-brief.

 (2). Installation Commander’s POA&M is prepared by using the ACE software. The ACE is a Windows-based automated database comprised of checklists for use by commanders and ECE teams.  ACE presents known Federal requirements applicable across Marine Corps installations, specific state and local requirements unique to each installation, and requirements in MCO P5090.2a.   The POA&M must be submitted via cover letter to the CMC (LF) within 60 days of the out-brief.

(3).   Final ECE Report.  The CMC (LF) reviews the comments provided by the installation commander in the POA&M.  The CMC (LF) prepares a Final Report cover letter directed to the installation commander to state that POAM has been reviewed.  A copy of the Final Report cover letter with the POA&M will be provided to the IGMC by the CMC (LF). 
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
