1. COOPERATING AGENCY REPORT TO THE 

   COUNCIL ON ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY (CEQ)

Purpose: 
CEQ requires each federal agency to report the number 

of EAs and EISs prepared during the fiscal year

and note whether cooperating agencies were involved.

The purpose of this report is to ensure that all Federal agencies are actively considering designation of Federal and non-federal cooperating agencies in the preparation of analyses and documentation required by the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), and to ensure the Federal agencies actively participate as cooperating agencies in other agency’s NEPA processes. The CEQ regulation addressing cooperating agencies status is 40 C.F.R Paragraph 1501.6 & 1508.5 which mandates that Federal agencies responsible for preparing NEPA analyses and documentation do so “in cooperation with State and local governments” and other agencies with jurisdiction by law or special expertise.
The data is submitted to Headquarters USMC Environmental Applications Portal (HEAP) in the Environmental Quality in Progress (EQUIP) via Potomac-Hudson Engineering (PHE)

and the report is e-mailed to HQMC via PHE.

2. ANNUAL VALIDATION OF Environmental Compliance Evaluation (ECE) Plan of Action and Milestones (POA&M)

Purpose:
Once a year on the anniversary of the most recent Benchmark ECE, HQMC requires all Marine Corps installations to provide an Annual Validation of the POA&M per MCO P5090.2a.  This POA&M is the primary requirement and document supporting the “Annual Validation of ECE POA&M” which meets the EPA’s recommendation to follow up formally on Benchmark ECE deficiencies.

The data is submitted electronically to HQMC Environmental Applications Portal (HEAP) in the Automatic Compliance Evaluation (ACE) database via PHE.

3. DEFENSE ENVIRONMENTAL PROGRAMS (DEP) ANNUAL REPORT TO 
   CONGRESS
Purpose:

HQMC requests assistance from all installations with conservation and environmental compliance information to support the development of the Department of Defense (DOD) fiscal year Defense Environmental Programs Annual Report to Congress (DEP ARC).

MCAS Miramar is requested to submit electronically to HQMC via PHE the following data: Integrated Natural Resource Management Plans (INRMPs), Integrated Cultural Resource Management Plans (ICRMPs), Surveys and Inventories, Supporting Information, and Program Expenditures (Recreation, Grazing, Forestry and Wetlands; Threatened and Endangered Species; and Invasive Species). 
The data is submitted electronically to HQMC Environmental Applications Portal (HEAP) in the EQUIP module via PHE.
4. SEMI-ANNUAL REVIEW OF THE MARINE CORPS ENVIRONMENTAL   
   MANAGEMENT PROGRAM 

Purpose:

The Deputy Under Secretary of Defense for Installations and Environment conducts semi-annual performance reviews of the Department of Defense Environmental Management Programs. 

To assist HQMC in reporting relevant information for the Marine Corps, MCAS Miramar is requested to provide data in the following categories: enforcement actions, fines, and penalties assessed or paid, inspections and permits; Clean Water permit compliance; and Safe Drinking Water Act population data.

The data is submitted to Headquarters USMC Environmental Applications Portal (HEAP) in the EQUIP module via PHE.
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
